How to obtain your CME certificate - In order to obtain your CME Certificate, you must complete both activity evaluation and the request for credit form.  You will see instructions on how to print your certificate after both evaluation and request for credit form have been submitted.
1. From a computer that has Internet access, connect to this website: https://education.mods.army.mil/cme/secured 
2.  Click on the CME User Accounts. 
3.  Enter your logon ID and password. 
4.  Click on the activity title that you want to evaluate.  Complete the evaluation and submit.

5.  Complete the Request for Credit in the next screen and submit. 

6.  The next screen is instructions for printing or saving your CME certificate. 

If you lose your certificate, you can't return to this screen. You can reprint certificates under the "Credit Summary Report" screen. 

Credit Summary Report - As the CME provider, the US Army Medical Command is required to keep your CME record for a period of six years so you may return to this website as often as necessary to print a copy of your certificate for any activity you have attended. The Credit Summary Report screen lists all CME activities that you have completed to date. If you are currently registered for a CME activity, that activity will not appear on this screen until the activity is completed and you have completed the course evaluation and credit form. To reprint a copy of previous CME certificate, simply click on the Certificate link in the last column.
